Program Description

The Addictive and Mental Disorders Division provides chemical dependency and mental health services through
contracts with behavioral health providers across the state. People with substance abuse disorders who have family
incomes below 200% of the federal poverty level are eligible for public funding of treatment services. In addition, the
Medicaid program funds outpatient and residential chemical dependency treatment services for adolescents and
outpatient services for adults who are Medicaid eligible. The mental health program provides services to adults who are
eligible for Medicaid as well as non-Medicaid adults up to 150% of FPL. The Division also manages three inpatient
facilities: the Montana State Hospital in Warm Springs, Montana Chemical Dependency Center in Butte, and Montana
Mental Health Nursing Care Center in Lewistown.
